The Honourable Ms. Ashton, the E.U. Representative at the
Nuclear Negotiations

Re: Comprehensive agreement with the Islamic Republic.
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There are shortcomings and inadequacies in the agenda of the
Vienna negotiations aimed at addressing the international
community’s concerns over the Islamic Republic’s nuclear
activities and/or breach of Human Rights, which | will briefly
point out in the hope of your attention and actions thereon.

The Honourable E.U. Representative is well aware that national
delegations cannot commit their respective nations to
undertakings which contravene the provisions of their
constitution.

| take it you are aware that; provisions of the Islamic Republic’s
Constitution “... commit the country to help and support terrorist
organizations, deprive sovereignty of the general world
population by transferring same to GOD, conversion of all the
nations on earth to Islam, thereby creating a single Muslim
nation of the world’s population.

Official propagation of the Islamic traditions, cultures and
religions in order to replace those of all the nations,
condemnation of the international Declaration of Human Rights
and legitimizing Islamic Rights and, finally maintaining a constant
state of war and enmity with all non-Muslim nations to be
enforced by the Army and the Guards Corps...”

The stipulations contained in the Islamic Republic’s Constitution,
each of which alone should be cause for utter alarm and fear for
insecurity around the world, have regrettably been disregarded
at the Vienna negotiations aimed at finding a comprehensive
final solution or agreement, which have merely concerned
themselves with Human Rights, supporting terrorism and
uranium enrichment.

This simplistic thinking runs counter to the main concerns of the
international community which are touted as the aim of the
negotiations and a comprehensive agreement.
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Given that the Islamic Republic’s delegation cannot make any
commitments incompatible with the Islamic Republic’s
Constitution, and given that the representatives at the Iranian
Parliament do not have the right to endorse something that does
not agree with the national Constitution, therefore, it would be
prudent for the Group or 5+1 to require the Islamic Republic to
amend the Islamic Republic’s Constitution to the extent of
removing the stipulations indicated and to bring it in line with
the United Nations’ Charter as well as the international
Declaration of Human Rights, which would constitute the first
step towards alleviating the international community’s
fundamental concerns, validating and legitimizing
comprehensive agreement.
