Put the right step forward
 
Iran’s first attempt at democratic reform goes back to 1906 which was a true “revolution” in Iranian history. The era produced a constitution embarking on democracy and parliamentarian style of government.
 
Foreign powers, reactionaries and elements linked to the outside freemason “cults”, stalled the dream of the movement. 
 
In 1906, majority of the people, with the help of heroes and patriots, established a fair society based on just laws.
